Please get there 15 minute early to help get the boats out. You will need to wear either a wetsuit (ideal if you have one) or old clothes together with a windproof top. On your feet you should wear either wet suit shoes or old trainers. Flip flops or crocs are not suitable as they will fall off if you go for a swim. For the paddling sessions later in the year it is vital to ensure that you are wearing enough layers to keep warm and comfortable, even when wet. Ask for advice if not sure.
First Aid Training: Tuesdays from October 4th onwards

Roy will be running a first aid course which will fit the requirements  of Bronze and Silver D of E  skill section, it will lead to a qualification higher than 1st  Response, it is Red Cross recognised and is suitable also if you are taking an activity permit.

The first sessions will be 7-pm Tues 4th , 18th  Oct 1st , 15th and 29th Nov – a further 3 will be booked for Jan/Feb to suit all. Explorers/YL must attend every session to complete the requirements.
